NEW BUSINESS  

With general consensus, agenda items were re-arranged. 
SUBJECT:  Cancellation of the Parks and Recreation Commission regular meeting for the months of November and December.  Commissioner Barber made a motion to cancel the regular for the months of November and December meetings, Commissioner Pinkard seconded.  The meetings were cancelled by unanimous vote.  There will be a special Parks and Recreation Commission meeting on Wednesday, November 29th, 2006 at 5:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers.

SUBJECT:  Donation made by Mr. Ernest Stein to Recreation Department.  Mr. Stein informed the Commission that he had four footballs signed by the Dallas Cowboys and some glass chess games that he would like to donate to the City of Oxnard Recreation Department to raise funds for the City’s non-profit organizations.  Chairman Postel suggested to send out letters to the different non-profit organizations.  The organizations would respond by mailing back a letter why they should be selected to get the footballs to raise funds for their organization.  Chairman Postel appointed Commissioner Bowman and Commissioner Pinkard to form this committee with Mr. Stein.  The Commission suggested that three of the chess games would go to the senior centers and one to the youth center.  After a few questions from the Commission Mr. Stein was excused.  
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SUBJECT:  Report of the Recreation Superintendent.  Mr. Efren Gorre, City Corps Manger informed the Commission on the recent activities and outcomes on City Corps.  They participated in the Children’s Transportation Safety Fair, the Sister City rummage sale, the wastewater inspection of catch basins, distribution of neighborhood flyers, assisted with the Satellite City Hall, the refuse contract assembly of trash cans, assisted with the South Oxnard Library relocation of books, assisted with the Commission of Human Concerns commodities, assisted with the Veterans Memorial Day, the Oxnard High School Band competition and assisted the Ventura County Ballet project.  After a few questions Mr. Gorre was excused.  
Update on Teams 2006 Travel, Events and Management in Sports.  Mr. Ramirez informed the Commission that Yolanda Pina, Greg Barnes, Terrel Harrison and he attended the conference.  The conference is the world’s leading expo for the sports event industry.  More than 1,000 event organizers, event rights holders, host destinations, suppliers and sports event sponsors attended the conference. The City associated with different organizations and exhibitors that are interested in coming to Oxnard.   
Mr. Barnes informed the Commission on the latest information installed in the web-site. 

Update on the Southern California Municipal Athletic Federation (SCMAF) Awards and Installation Banquet on Friday, November 3rd.  Mr. Ramirez informed the Commission that staff and some Commissioners will be attending the awards ceremony.  The City of Oxnard will be receiving the Golden Shield Award which is the highest award any agency can receive from the SCMAF.  It will be given to the City for the high quality of programs and the federation championships.  Mr. Arias will be a new Director for SCMAF.  
Update on upcoming events.  Mr. Ramirez informed the Commission on the upcoming events: the tree lighting at Plaza Park, the Christmas Parade, the breakfast with Santa and the Santa Claus float tours.

Commissioner Lemos congratulated the department on the all the events.  

Commissioner Bowman attended some of the parks and reported that they were in excellent condition.  She also informed the Commission that she met Mr. Bill Hillber from the See bees.  Mr. Hillber would like to bring in a group of volunteers to help with some parks and recreational projects.   Some competitors are looking for a place for the highland games.  Commissioner Bowman said that there is a need of weight lifting in the Police Activity League (PAL) and would like to bring in the Southern California Weight Lifting Club of all the kids.  
Commissioner Barber requested to have Barbara Murray, Library Director to inform the Commission on the new South Oxnard Library.  
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Commissioner Pinkard informed the Commission that some years ago a group from the See Bees participated with the Colonia Youth Center.  He suggested the old High School bleachers would be one project they can volunteer. 

Chairman Postel informed the Commission that she attended training with Mr. Dave Bacon.  The training was on how to handle young people, leadership skill, team building, teaching the fundamental and how to meet other people.  She said it was an excellent training.  Chairman Postel commented that the Colonia staff does an excellent job.
