TASK FORCE DISCUSSION ITEMS

1. Update on revisions to existing Graffiti Ordinance.

Cyndi Hookstra passed out copies of City of Santa Ana Graffiti Ordinance No.
NS-2791. Had requested the members of the public and members of the
Graffiti Task Force to bring back suggestions, concerns and ideas to the

next Graffiti Task Force meeting.

The Graffiti Task Force is looking at revising the City’s existing graffiti
ordinance. We will be looking at the verbage through input from everybody to
make sure that this ordinance will be more effective.

. Discuss media and graffiti.

- Cyndi Hookstra is researching all aspects of graffiti as a crime or as a
problem of society. Graffiti has become a mainstream media as far as
advertising and as far as art form.

- Eradication issue — there is a clear distinction in the graffiti world as far as
legal and illegal form of graffiti and the Graffiti Task Force’s intention is to
eradicate the illegal aspects of graffiti in the City of Oxnard.

- Will try to work to find an art program that will work for us as community
and the young community that want to participate in graffiti as a legal form.
It is part of the education process that we started with going and doing school
presentations as young as kindergarten educating them about graffiti
vandalism, the social consequences of graffiti vandalism and social
responsibility and what it means to young people in an art form.

3. Discuss Graffiti Art Program.

Cyndi Hookstra - City should have an art program that we could refer kids to
do community service as well as learning graffiti as an art form.

Chairperson Thomas Holden — there are things that need to be addressed.
There has to be understanding that the new structure is a combination of policy
and parameters and making a difference. In order to be successful, the Task
Force should be flexible and realize when to change course. We have made a
lot of progress.

Dina Rodriguez - Lab is working on a brochure and will get it to the Task
Force when ready.

Michael Henderson - one of the things we have done very well and one of the
reasons why Graffiti Task Force was created is that so we can have a dialogue
and meet with different people and we are in a point now where you all came
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and hopefully you will take it to the next level and we are going to evolve
continually. As we begin to evolve and continue to evolve and get people
away from illegal part of graffiti onto the art side of it and that‘s what we are
looking into.

Raul Lopez - definitely appreciate that we have been able to come this far, the
City and the Arts Program together at one table. Oxnard is beautiful. | am
definitely an advocate of further structuring the City.

Cyndi Hookstra - We have found the road for graffiti vandalism in Ventura
County and even other cities. Other states contacted us about our graffiti
program. Getting it to evolve will bring out how we can use it in this table
which is a critical component and can only make it better. We have the
opportunity where we can be a leader in this area as far as understanding of
what makes a community beautiful.
