SUBJECT: Request to rename Marygold Avenue to Millie Lane. (PZ 08-680-1). Filed by Paul
Haag,

RECOMMENDATION

That City Council adopt a resolution approving the request to rename Marygold Avenue to Millie Lane.

DISCUSSION

At the end of February 2008, the Street Naming Committee received a request to rename an existing
street within the city. The request involves renaming Marygold Avenue to Millie Lane. Marygold
Avenue is a two-block long street north of Channel Islands Boulevard and east of Saviers Road. No
properties have addresses on this street, though the street provides secondary access to three other
streets in this area. The sides of four single-family residences and the back of the Herrington
Elementary School face the street. As such, staff has considered it an inhabited street for purposes of
this street renaming.

The applicant requested the proposed street name change in honor of his wife, Mildred, who passed
away in 2007.. The City of Oxnard Street Naming Policies and Procedures for Street Naming (City
Council Resolution No. 9311) includes themes for street names in specific portions of the City. The
Southeast Quadrant, where Marygold Avenue is located, is to have street names of “...notable or
historically significant people, including locally famous people and historic pioneer families.” Mr. and
Mrs. Haag moved to this neighborhood in 1954, when the houses were new. In evaluating this name
change, the Street Naming Committee determined that the proposed name is more consistent with the
theme of this area than Marygold (which is a misspelled flower name). Research by the Street Naming
Committee revealed no historic families with the name Marygold.

City Council Resolution No. 9311 acknowledges that street name changes on inhabited streets lead to

confusion and inconvenience for residents, emergency personnel, visitors, delivery services, utility
personnel, and the U.S. Postal Service. Therefore, the resolution provides that the City Council may
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rename an inhabited street only if “a majority of inhabitants favor the action or that the name change
would improve public safety and welfare.”

To determine the opinion of the residents and property owners, the Street Naming Committee sent a
ballot letter to each residence and property owner adjacent to Marygold Avenue. The Street Naming
Commiitee mailed ballots to the five adjacent property owners on March 28, 2008. As of April 1,
2008, the Planning Division received four ballot responses, representing a response rate of 80%. All
four (100%) of the responses received supported the street renaming, indicating that the majority of the
inhabitants favor the proposed street name change. Therefore, in accordance with Resolution No. 9311,
the Street Naming Committee recommends the City Council consider and approve the requested street
renaming at this time.

The proposed street renaming is exempt from the California Environmental Quality in accordance with
Section 15311 of the CEQA Guidelines, which applies to projects involving “placement of minor
structures,” such as, but not limited to, signs. Therefore, staff has determined that there is no
substantial evidence that the project may have a significant effect on the environment,
