RECOMMENDATION

That City Council approve and authorize the Mayor to sign Purchase Order Number 003058 for the
purchase and installation of the playground equipment pursuant to master purchasing agreement No.
040377 for the installation of a new playground structure located at Oxnard Beach Park, 1601 S.
Harbor Blvd.

DISCUSSION

Currently the Oxnard Beach Park does not have any type of playground structure for children. The
residents have requested a new structure to improve the existing open space on the East side of the park
for recreational use. The playground structure will be divided into two sections, one for the 2-5 year
old children and the other for the 5-12 year olds. The playground structures will be one of the largest in
the City which will serve a wider range of residents. This feature will be another asset to the existing
amenities at the park, making it more attractive to the residents.

The City of Oxnard is a registered agency with the U.S. Communities, which allows the City to
participate and enter into a Purchasing Agreement with the approved vendor. This process benefits the
City by allowing discount rates on equipment and helps expedite the procurement process.

FINANCIAL IMPACT

Funding for this project will be from Account Number 351-9776-826.86-04, 352-9776-826.86-04
(875702 number) in the amount of $570,497.00. There are sufficient funds available to fund this
project.
